It has been quite awhile since our last newsletter.  In this edition we hope to get everyone up to speed with our recent activities. We have been very busy this past year and there have been a few changes.  HOH has new officers, our web site is going through some upgrades and we have added a new Show & Tell location.  
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The following was discussed at our general meeting last April:
· HOH’s income and expenditures were reviewed
· fund raising ideas were suggested
· we are suffering from a lack of volunteers to support HOH activities
· increasing need for foster homes
· increasing number of tracks that are closings around the nation
Helpful greyhound hints in Hot weather:

We all know how susceptible greyhounds are to extremes in temperature. Oklahoma’s summer heat can be even more devastating than the winter cold.

· If your greyhound is going to be outdoors with you make sure to provide shade and fresh water. (Greyhounds can get sunburned, so shade is important.)

· Walk your greyhound in the early morning or after the sun goes down, but not in the heat of the day.

· A wading pool is often just the ticket to quickly cool down an overheated greyhound. Some just like to lounge around in them too.

· Another quick cool down is a towel or a chamois saturated with ice water draped over the dog.

· Remember that fleas and ticks are at their peak in summer. Use a good flea and tick treatment. Greyhound safe treatments are: Revolution  and Sentinel (which treat fleas and also prevent heartworm), Frontline (which treats fleas and ticks) or Advantage (just for fleas). [Some greyhounds have had an allergic skin reaction to Advantix, which treats fleas and ticks.]

· Check you greyhound for ticks particularly in their ears and between their toes especially if you walk in the woods or live in a wooded area or around a lot of other dogs.

· Greyhounds can wear a ‘tick only’ collar, but cannot wear a flea collar.

· Never leave pets inside a parked car in warm months, even with the windows cracked or when you think you’ll just be gone a few minutes. The inside of a vehicle parked in the sun can reach 160 degrees in less than 15 minutes. Animals (and babies and children, too) can suffer heatstroke in the time it takes to run into a store for a gallon of milk.
